· The Enrollment Management Committee did not meet its goals. The committee is now split in two-one group is focused on retention and the other group focused on recruitment.
· Enrollment has a trickle affect. It affects the BOR decision on approving the Locust Grove location, has budget implications and faculty line implications.
· Locust Grove and the Health Fitness proposal is on the BOR agenda for February 1st. 
· We received the official letter from SACS with two recommendations.
