President’s Report
· Renaming Aviation Maintenance Building to Lucy C. Huie Hall. Harden gave a brief overview of the character of Ms. Huie and after some discussion a motion was made by Arjomand, seconded by Kemp to support the renaming, Council was in agreement unanimously.
· Harden extended his appreciation to faculty for their valued support.  He will be here until the end of May.

Provost’s Report 
· Intent letters have been sent on the Masters of Psychology, Dental Hygiene, and Archives also a Bachelor’s of Emergency Management and Homeland Security.  There is a new process that the BOR has put in place that requires other institutions to review proposals if they have the degree.  This will slow the process down and the only current concern is the Psychology proposal.   This policy is in effect as of January 1, 2009.
· Cabinet has been reviewing the names of buildings and recommendation will be made.  Business Health Sciences Building will be renovated with an estimated completion date of Fall 2010.  
· Budget issues need to be addressed at Faculty Council.  Hoffman suggested Corlis Cummings presenting at a future meeting.  Budget decreases along with losing DTAE funding has placed a burden to figure out ways to cut.  
· Eaves reported that enrollment was 6130 after the purge on Friday.  CSU should finish better in the Spring than Fall.  There are approximately 165 graduate students.  
· Each College/School will receive a 16% decrease for Summer school.  The Deans and Department Heads will be creative in their scheduling due to budget restraints.  The choices will be difficult and different in every College/School. 
· CSU will get ten classrooms along with a lab in the joint venture with Gordon College.
· Dual enrollment numbers are increasing.
· Administration is doing everything possible to get the new science building back on the Governor’s agenda.  Residence Halls are at 96%.  An LL, II has been established to buy Clayton Place. Cummings is heading up project.  Clayton State will also begin using the Atlanta Bible College building though there is work to be done.  The building has an auditorium that will hold 120.

· Status of Assault at Clayton Place and how it was addressed for future precautions.  General Stephens will inquire and report to Faculty Council.  Clayton State; however, has no jurisdiction at Clayton Place.
· Update of Faculty Handbook.  Currently being edited with BOR updates.  Numerous changes that will need to be reviewed.  College/Schools have begun submitting information to the Provost Office.  Once final revisions are made they will be presented to the Full Faculty for approval. There will be faculty forums to discuss.

· Promotion and Tenure Committee Review Process is not complete.  Faculty will be informed by the President’s Office by the end of January or the beginning of February.

· Budget issues need to be addressed at future meeting by Corlis Cummings.  Some discussion followed.
· Transition Strategy.  Board of Regents is meeting with Vice Presidents and will decide between now and May who will be the interim.  Hoffman’s letter stepping down was returned. The decision on interim President is totally in the Board’s hands.
