Chair Porter called the meeting to order at 12:30pm.

Approval of Minutes

1. A motion was made to approve the minutes from April 14, 2008, seconded, Council approved.  The minutes can be viewed at Faculty Council web page:

Reports
2. President –  Dr. Harden reported to the Council:  a) The Visitation for philanthropist and Clayton State benefactor Joseph Smith will be held on Tuesday, Apr. 29, from 5 p.m. to 7 p.m. at Ford-Stewart Funeral Home in Jonesboro. A Burial Mass will be on Wednesday, Apr. 30 at 10:30 a.m. at St. James the Apostle Catholic Church in McDonough. Mr. Smith will be buried next to his wife, Alice Smith, at Arlington National Cemetery in Virginia on May 12; b)  the annual Service Awards are scheduled for Wednesday, April 30, 2008, at 2:00pm in Spivey Hall;  c)  Commencement will be held May 10 and the speaker will be Judge Michael Baird.
3. Provost –   Dr. Hoffman stated: a)  The USG core curriculum procedures forwarded to Dr. Leland is based on significant  faculty input from many USG institutions.  Dr. Leland has decided there are better ways to gather faculty input.  A campus core curriculum committee (CCCC) for each USG campus has been recommended.  Dr. Hunter’s replacement for the CCCC representative to the USG Core Curriculum Committee will be Dr. Hornbuckle, the CAPC Chair will one member of the CCCC, and there will be an election for two members and one appointed member by the Provost;   b)  USG has mandated a task for this summer to update the faculty manual before September in both printed and web site formats;  c)  three major searches are upcoming – Director of International Studies, Director of Center for Instructional Development, and Assistant Vice President for Research.  Three to four candidates for each position will be selected and campus interviews will occur in May;  d)  Dr. Momayezi was introduced to Council as the new Dean of Arts & Sciences, and Dr. Hoffman informed the group that Dr. Lila Roberts, new Dean of CIMS, will join CSU May 1st.
4. Graduate Dean – The Clayton State University School of Graduate Studies will be holding its monthly informational Open House on Tuesday, May 13 from 5:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.

5. CAPC –  Motion made, seconded and approved to the following CAPC course recommendation changes:

6. UPC –  Drs. Copeland and Deckner received 310 responses to the daycare survey and will continue through Summer and Fall to monitor responses. 
Old Business

Information Item: Chair Porter indicated The University System of Georgia Faculty Council (USGFC) has been endorsed by more than 50% of the USG Institutions.  On May 16th, Dr. Porter and representatives from three other USG Institutions will meet with the Executive Vice Chancellor, Dr. Herbst, and Vice Chancellor for Faculty Affairs, Dr. Noble, to discuss the planning phase for the USGFC. The original mission of the USGFC is to improve shared governance and faculty benefits.
7. Faculty Council Endorsements of CCCC members: Chair Porter stated the CCCC elected members will be elected on May 2nd. Faculty members who teach core curriculum courses and have indicated they want to serve the CCCC will be on a ballot for all faculty members to vote upon, via an email from Tammy Wilson.
8. Faculty Council – Faculty Handbook Review Committee: Chair Porter re-iterated the Provost’s indication that a committee will be created for summer work on the Faculty Handbook. Significant changes from the BOR require the Faculty Handbook to be revised in time for the Fall 08 Semester.

9. Faculty Council Ad Hoc Committee on Faculty Bylaws: Dr. Christie Burton provided the Faculty Council with the Faculty Bylaws Ad Hoc Committee recommendations on Faculty Bylaw changes. 

Dr. Alex Hall presented research information on the difference between a faculty “senate” and a faculty “council.”  The UGS institutions term of senate or council has no bearing on outcomes since both structures are “advisory” bodies to the representative institutional presidents. Dr. Copeland stated that the original charge of the UPC was to be a committee dealing with the issues not pertaining to curricula.  Discussion followed on the purpose and function of UPC. Chair Porter provided information on the relevant release time for Faculty Council Chair, CAPC Chair and UPC Chair. Discussion followed on release time and President Harden indicated he supported the release time recommendations pending further discussion.

A motion was made to adopt the release time of Faculty Council Chair to one course per semester, and CAPC Chair and UPC Chair to one course per academic year. Motion seconded with discussion following. Motion did not pass.

A motion was made to continue the discussion of release time for Faculty Council, CAPC and UPC Chairs. Motion seconded and motion passed.

A motion was made to adopt the following Faculty Bylaws changes, seconded and passed:

1. The name of Faculty Council shall change to Faculty Senate

2. The Faculty Council Chair shall attend the Administrative Council and Academic Council meetings 

3. The Faculty Bylaw procedures for changes were further specified

[Note for Faculty Bylaw changes to become permanent: A second Faculty Bylaw changes motion is required in a subsequent Faculty Council meeting (anticipated in May 12, 2008), followed by a full Faculty Meeting. The full Faculty Meeting is scheduled for orientation week in the Fall 08 semester]
