Called Meeting Regarding Furloughs
The Board of Regents (BOR) of the University System of Georgia (USG) has announced its budget plans for the coming two fiscal years.  The System’s budget reduction plans call for health benefit changes and six days of furlough for virtually all USG employees between now and June 30, 2010.  This is a budget reduction decision made by the Board of Regents for the entire University System.
Interim President Hynes explained to the Faculty Senate Clayton State’s proposed implementation plan for Fall 2009.  Faculty were asked to decide by majority vote agreement on three different proposals: a) three selected days - September 8, 2009, November 25, 2009 and December 24, 2009; b) two selected days and December 24, 2009; c) faculty selected two days plus December 24, 2009.
A roundtable discussion covering all aspects of the proposals was had by Faculty Senate members and attending faculty.

Motion was made to accept three selected days of September 8, November 25 and December 2009 to fulfill the BOR’s requirement for 2009.  Motion was approved and passed by majority vote.

There was some discussion of furlough days for spring semester.  Dr. Hynes said that work is being done to identify days that can be used without impacting class meetings.  It was asked if it would be possible to get a list of the exact days that are considered part of the 195 days served by 10-month faculty.  Corliss Cummings said that those dates would be compiled and posted on the web.  Discussion of spring furloughs will continue at future meetings.
Faculty Senate was adjourned by motion made, seconded and approved.
