Approval of Minutes

2) Provost – In Dr. Hoffman’s absence, Dr. Burnett relayed her information:
a) In October, on the BOR agenda is the MAT for Math and English.  Various groups are working on letters of intent for the Homeland Security program, Computer Science, and a Masters in Archives and Masters in Psychology.
b) The upcoming budget figures are not favorable and faculty should expect a round of cuts.

7) Roundtable Discussion

Points by members of Council that were brought up at the September 9, 2008 meeting for discussion and further review:

a) Health insurance and the problem of employees taking on more of the cost – Human Resources will be asked to address this concern at a future meeting;

b) A council member brought up the possibility of a name change for the university in order to separate the university from the Clayton County public school system;
c) Divisional internal news to be shared with Council by colleges and departments, one school per meeting on an as needed basis;

d) Council was advised that the School of Business was complete in its move, A&S has expanded into the B&H Building, Student Activity Center is opening September 12th and the Laker Hall student move-in is complete;

e) Dr. Burnett stated he would ask Dr. Harden to clarify the college’s policy and/or statement regarding the admission of Clayton County unaccredited public schools’ students;
f) Dr. Jackson brought up the need for Lyceum funding and more outside resources brought on campus for the newly domiciled students;

g) A council member brought up the escalated costs in the new dining hall;

h) The need for more student activities will be placed on a future agenda;

i) It was requested that Dr. Kevin Demmitt present an update on the Fayette campus progress.
