The Faculty Council was called to order on this date at 11:15 by Chairman Steve Burnett.

Approval of Minutes

Prior minutes of meetings held on September 9, 2008 were before Council for approval.  Motion made, seconded and approved.
Reports

2)  President – Campus Security – Dr. Harden shared a proposal to fence in the front of the campus connecting prior fencing on back and side boundaries which would secure the campus.  The new buildings, Laker Hall and Student Activity Center, would be more monitored in this regard and the entire campus more manageable.  Funding for this project would come strictly from existing project monies for Lake Hall and Student Activity Center and student fees.  The fencing would be physically in line with the existing entrance at the new Student Activity Center.
Discussion followed.

3) Provost -  The BOR sent a survey of faculty regarding online material.  Dr. Hoffman urged all CSU faculty to respond.  More policy statements for online instruction are expected.  October 6th, the BOR has three proposals on the agenda: computer science, MAT in Math and MAT in English.  No issues are expected.  Letters of Intent have been sent and received by the BOR on Homeland Security.  The Masters in Psychology Letter of Intent should be before the BOR in the spring and work has begun on the Masters in Archives.
A BOR task force on non-tenured track issues is being convened and the faculty handbook will reflect any changes.
All three new deans have one year to decide any new organizational issues. The first at this time is Arts & Science to implement college changes.

Budget lines have held steady.  The BOR advised that the state government will mostly likely make any additional cuts in January 2009.

Dr. Hoffman received an update from Dr. Bates in terms of the changes at the Technology College of Georgia which will have an affect on CSU.

Final exam schedule will be posted 9/23/08 – graduation schedules for December 2008 will be forthcoming.
Minors proposals in Art, Finance, French and languages in general are in the planning stages.
Discussion followed.

4) CAPC – Changes to pre-requisites for Office 2207.  Several Nursing courses were modified by changes in numbering, pre-requisites, and course descriptions.  
5) UPC -  Dr. Susan Copeland reported that the child care needs surveys has met IRB approval.  53 faculty returned the surveys but 130 returns are needed;  Staff returned 42 but 175 are needed; and 53 students responded while 361 are needed.  A critical issue of printing costs has been a block in timeliness of the project.
Discussion followed.

6) SEI – Student Evaluation Instruction sub-committee – Dr. Burnett stated one       individual has volunteered from Arts & Science and more are needed.
7) Dr. Momayezi, Dean of Arts & Sciences, gave an update on the organizational     changes in the School, the mergers, new programs, major in Chemistry, the proposal of a MA in Psychology and further work on student retention.

8) Informational Items:
a) GIL – delivery services have been dropped due to the cost of operation;
b) Self Service Paycheck -  Faculty are urged to pay close attention to paychecks and report any problems to Human Resources immediately;

c) Regents Test Holds – Holds on student accounts for this issue may only be removed by professional advisors;

d) FSSE Survey response rates – Dr. Hoffman stated that low student response in the past requires the faculty to urge student response.  She further stated that the information is an important part of submission to SACS and used as a critical measure of CSU to SACS and QEP.
Council was adjourned at 12:15 and notified the next Council meeting will be October 14, 2008 at 11:15 in UC 260.
