No Report
Report from the Provost/Associate Provost
· Associate Provost stated that the Spring schedule is at printer stage.
· Associate Provost told the Council that on Friday there will be a second demo of facility curriculum scheduling software that is being considered.
· Chair officially welcomed Dr. Eaves on behalf of the Council

Report from the President
· President sincerely thanked the Council for participation in faculty/staff campaign.

· President suggested discussions regarding the following:

· Admission criteria for the University. President stated that this year’s changes only resulted in 16 students not being admitted. President feels there should be a very open and frank discussion about what happens if the standards are changed

· How big an institution should we be? President stated that we are getting to the point where we will be at capacity (7500 - 8500 is capacity with current facilities; on this campus only, satellite locations not included). 
· There was some discussion on these issues, including housing, recreation, scholarship funds, and positive community recognition.
· President expressed that Clayton Place is not a good place for freshman housing and that we need to start developing housing controlled by us on or adjacent to campus.

· President also expressed that if we are going to have freshman housing, a recreation center would be needed as well. He suggested that funding could come from an increase in student fees. President requested that this discussion would continue in coming meetings if there was time.

· An agenda item to begin formal discussions about these topics was suggested by President. 

· A question was posed about funding for the Gateway Village and the President gave his thoughts on the subject. He stated that options have been considered to acquire property there.
· President also discussed working over the next several months to see about acquiring Rainwood Apartments.
