Dr. Eaves presented new course request for HIST 5950.  The committee requested to have the form revised so to specifically identify the reading list and the required textbooks for the course.  A motion was made to table the request until the required texts and the reading lists were clarified and the objectives for the course were listed on the syllabus.  

The subcommittee report for faculty status for temporary status was presented by Shakil Akhtar.  It was concluded that perhaps these institutions do not have a temporary category in their published documents.  It seems we are in the middle of what these institutions offer.  SACS does not give any limits on time limits.  We are reviewing the issue and we will revisit our policies every two years to determine what changes need to made.  Motion to accept the report was made and accepted.  
Dr. Porter brought up the subject of faculty workload.  Dr. Eaves indicated there was a weighted formula driven approach for determining faculty workload.  There is no universal faculty load formula.  Load is not determined by the Provost Office; it is determined by the individual Deans and Chairs.

The faculty application for Joshua Buckner was tabled as it did not have the appropriate signatures.
