Old Business
Subcommittee for online degrees and courses
· Council agreed that the subcommittee will need to be formed as the online course issue is one of the chancellor’s top three initiatives.  Long suggested waiting until the next CAPC meeting since there were members not present.  Long also suggested sending an email to CAPC members to see if there are faculty interested in serving on the subcommittee.
New Business
1. CMS Curriculum Modifications and new course proposal CMS 2010

Spence gave a brief overview of the changes to CMS curriculum. Two substantive changes are 1. Removing PHIL 3301, this course was more appropriate at 2000-level.  This change will increase the electives by 3 credit hours.  2. Faculty to offer Foundation Course, this will have a cascading effect.
New Course Proposal CMS 2010 – Introduction to Media Studies will be taught by Randy Clark first semester offered.  Spence may teach in future.  Spence noted that Ethics was added in Week 10.

· Department will review syllabus and determine if the courses will be allowed.  Spence was not sure how Georgia State, Perimeter and West Georgia offered the course.  A student who has Mass Media would not receive credit for CMS 2010.  Students could use an elective.  The course would not count in Area C.  CMS 2100 counts in Area C2, 2010 is a more broad view and will not count in area C2. 2010 will count as an upper division elective in the CMS Minor.

· A motion was made to approve waiving seconding reading by Ogden, seconded by Burningham and approved unanimously by Council.

2. English New Course Proposals – Visual Rhetoric & Writing for Non-Profits

· Both courses are electives and make it easier to have a writing concentration.  Courses will be team oriented.

3. New Program Proposal B.S. in Paralegal Studies
· Moore gave an overview of the proposed BS program in Paralegal Studies.  Program will support current students, new students, as well as traditional students.  Proposal has been reviewed by Deans and all have approved.  

· Paralegal Department did research nation wide to determine best way to incorporate courses into program.  Paralegal department reviewed courses and added appropriate courses that it felt would be beneficial to students.

· By adding the bachelor’s degree the department feels it will strengthen the national accreditation of students.  They have added more writing courses, government courses and upper division Paralegal courses that are specialized for student need.  Students can go directly into the Bachelor degree program from the Associate degree program or they can select the Administrative Management degree program.  
· A minor degree program is not part of the proposal; Burns-Ardolino would like to see a minor incorporated into the program.  Moore stated a minor is possible but not automatic.  Department didn’t want to overload any one area.  

· A motion was made by Burningham to have a second reading at the Nov. 5 meeting, seconded by Finlay and motion was approved by CAPC.  At the meeting all changes to the Paralegal Degree Program will be made available to council, including new course proposals for four new courses.
