1. Minutes of November 18 meeting were approved with one correction in the Communication & Media Studies number of new courses proposed.

 Proposal for removal of CPTG 1002 and CPTG 1010 from Area B2.  Memo attached. (Second Reading) (see minutes from Nov. 18 for details).  A motion was made by Spence seconded by Davis and approved by the committee.

Proposal for the new degree program WebBSIT.  The proposal to be submitted to the Board of Regents, a matrix of program objectives, and projected course outlines for those courses which are in the course development process. (Second Reading) (See the minutes from Nov. 18 for details).  Committee discussed, a motion was made, and the committee approved the new degree proposal.
 

4. Proposals from the Department of Mathematics for changes in some Math course prerequisites and a new course proposal.   Documents detailing these proposals are in the Nov. 18 minutes. The full degree proposal is under development and should be ready for submission to CAPC by the beginning of December. (Second reading) (See November 18 minutes).  Davis motioned, Hornbuckle seconded, and the committee approved.  A motion was made by Hornbuckle and seconded by Spence to approve the new Math 3005 course.   The committee approved.

5.  Proposals from the School of Arts and Sciences (Second Reading)
     New admission requirements

Before beginning upper-division study in CMS, applicants must 

a. Have completed 45 semester credit hours;

b. Have achieved an overall institutional Grade Point Average (GPA) of at least 2.5
(If a student has no CCSU GPA, admission is based on transfer grades.); 

c. Have completed ENGL 1101, ENGL 1102, COMM 1110, and CMS 2100 with grades of A, B, C, or K;

d. Have completed (or be exempt from) both parts of the Regents’ Test (Essay and Reading);

e. Have successfully completed the CMS program-entry writing assessment. 

The application process will be similar to those already in place for Teacher Education, the School of Business, etc. (See the included catalog copy for details.)

 
A streamlined and “disciplined” Area F (Second Reading)

The revised Area F (and related Area C changes) is presented along with the current requirements on page 2. The primary change is a new language requirement.

New Guided Elective requirements (Second Reading)

Students may take as many as 18 hours of “Guided Electives.” The following rules apply:

· All courses must be offered by departments within the School of Arts and Sciences;

· Courses selected must include at least two different prefixes (e.g. HIST and THEA);

· No more that 12 hours may be 1000- or 2000-level.

New graduation requirements (Second Reading)

· CMS students must earn a grade of C or higher for all courses applied toward upper-division requirements

The committee discussed the proposed changes in the CMS program (details in hard copy).  A motion was made by Hornbuckle, seconded by Davis, one abstention; the committee approved the proposed changes.
